Never place important subjects at the extreme left or
right of the picture - some tv sets will cut them off.  If
a contributor's head is moving around a lot, loosen the
shot slightly, rather than constantly adjusting or have
their head constantly banging the edge of frame.
Avoid distracting backgrounds or objects 'sprouting'
from the subject's head.
